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1. An Alerts Services Technical Working Group meeting was held at the Lockheed Martin facility in Colorado Springs, CO on 27 January.  Due to inclement weather, the TWG met for only one day vice the two originally scheduled. The purpose of this meeting was to examine the TBMCS User Alerts capability, address certain technical issues surrounding the Alerts Services software previously identified, and to further scope its capabilities as a COE product.  

2. The attendees of the meeting were: Evelyn Labbate, Ileana Reisch, Charlie Heazel, Greg Hinchman, Jean Wyllie

3. Mr. Pete Howell, TBMCS senior engineer, demonstrated the User Alerts and graphic user interface of TBMCS and discussed the underlying address servicing functionality in detail. Mr. Howell described several of the utilities that have been created that assists with the configuration of deployed TBMCS workstations. 

4. Mrs. Reisch, Mitre, provided a copy of her comments regarding the draft Interface Design document on the Alerts Services application program interfaces (APIs) which was recently sent to the TWG members for review and comment.  Detailed discussions ensued regarding the logic and levels of alert message acknowledgements.

5. The TWG members agreed that more detailed technical discussions were needed to ensure that an extensible and scalable architecture is first designed and then sufficiently documented.  It is anticipated that a white paper that comprehensively describes a proposed architecture could be drafted by mid March, to be released to the interested COE community for review and comment.

6. The next TWG meeting is tentatively scheduled for February 22-24, 2000 in the Reston, VA area.
