DII COE ALERTS TECHNICAL WORKING GROUP 

The Alert Technical Working Group (TWG) was held on 6 October 1999 at the DISA Parkridge III location in Reston Virginia.

The Alerts Chairman, Mr. Onorato Angioletti opened the meeting by welcoming all members in the group to include the newest members from the Navy.  He then presented the Agenda for this TWG.

DISA’s Representative, Mr. Chuck Haezel, had discussed the following Alerts concerns to seek guidance from the DISA Engineering Office.

Verify the currently delivered Java Alerts product runs on all platforms.

Alerts development team will test the Alerts Java version (code as is) on Solaris 2.7 and DII COE 4.1.1.0 and package for delivery to DISA (refer to the above table for delivery dates).

D.
Java Alerts uses the Java Runtime Environment (JRE) 1.2.2.   HPUX10.20 only supports JRE 1.7.7.  Backward migration of the current Java Alerts to support HPUX10.20 would not be cost effective.  Schedule for this delivery is in the above table.

E.
There was a request by DISA for the developer to look into the Alerts capability to communicate across the different platforms (e.g., Solaris to communicate with HP UX).  This request will be obsolete once the Java Alerts have been generated for all platforms (since Java is independent of the platform that is written in).

2.
The Navy Representative had expressed concerns over the shell scripts that is needed to identify the different environment variables associated with Alerts.  

3.
The TWG rewrote the System Overview in the Software Requirements Specifications (SRS) for the DII COE Alerts Services.  Final re-write of the SRS, which will include different sections for requirements in Alerts, requirements to be implemented and requirements to be discarded will be submitted to all members by the next TWG.

4.
The Navy Representative had concern on when the new requirements can be implemented in the Alerts software.  The TWG will hold a Technical Exchange Meeting (TEM) on the 18th of November 1999 to discuss this issue.  We will generate a build schedule after this meeting.

5.
The TWG members were interested in whether the Java Alerts can support the “push” technology (automatic broadcast of Alerts to users).  Detailed technical discussions will take place in the TEM.
