Alerts Services Technical Working Group Minutes

 (22-23 Jun 1999)

1.  An Alerts Services Technical Working Group (TWG) was held on 22-23 June 1999 at the Defense Information Systems Agencies (DISA) Park Ridge III facilities. The meeting started at 1300 hours on 22 Jun and ended at 1200 on 23 Jun.  The following personnel representing different programs from different agencies attended: Yves Durand, Tony Chiu, Bruce Long, Evelyn Labbate, Allen Susie, George Ames, John Hodges, Steve Nickerson, Stanley Carton, Ileana Reisch, Esther Williams, Yvonne Chiu, Pedro Cartagena.

2.  Whitepaper Discussion:

  a.  Mr. Yves Durand, the chairperson of the Alerts Services TWG, opened the meeting by welcoming the TWG members and stated “ The purpose of the meeting is to discuss the Alerts Services requirements and the whitepaper”.  Evelyn Labbate, CSC Alerts Project Leader presented the Alerts Services Whitepaper at enclosure 1.  The Alerts Services Whitepaper discussed the current DII COE Alerts status and a technical approach to address many requirements from the Alerts Services Software Requirements Specifications (SRS).   

b.  The Alerts Services software version 1.4.0.0 on Solaris version 2.5.1 and Solaris 7 is the official DII COE Alerts.  As per Mr. Pedro Cartegena, INRI is developing software at the DISA facility to meet Alerts Services requirements for many systems from different services.  Mr. Durand stated “ All Alerts Services requirements must be discussed at the Alerts TWG.”  The bottom line is: “ If an Alerts Services requirement is not submitted to the TWG chairman for inclusion into the Alerts Services SRS, the Army who is the lead will not be able to implement that specific requirement.  Mr. Cartagena agreed to submit its requirements to Mr. Durand.  It is not clear, why DISA is paying INRI to develop software to meet DII COE Alerts requirements.  The DII COE Alerts Services product can not be successful without the cooperation of all the services.  The Army is commited to meet the Alerts Services SRS requirements submitted by the services. 

3.  SRS Discussion:  

a.  Because of the SRS discussion, the TWG attendees felt a demo of the different systems using different Alerts will be very helpful.  The following system will be demonstrated at the next Alerts TWG on 3-4 August at the Lockheed Martin, NJ: ASAS, JSAS, VTF, MCS, and the Alerts Services Java version on NT.

b.  Mr. Stanley Carlton discussed three requirements (Tracking # 33-1, 33-2, 33-3) submitted by the GCSS-A program.  These two requirements required further clarification from the GCSS-A program office.  On Jun 30 1999, Mr. Stanley submitted a request to delete these three requirements from the SRS.

c.  Mr. Bruce Long discussed the TBMCS program requirements.  The TWG members agreed to delete the following TBMCS requirements from the SRS:  AIRCOM002, AIRCOM011, AIRCOM014, AIRALT005, and AIRALT006.

d.  Mr. Allen Susie discussed two requirements from the TAIS program.  The TWG members agreed to delete the following TAIS requirement from the SRS: TAIS-ALE-001.   

e.  Mr. Steve Nickerson discussed the ASAS program requirements.  The TWG members agreed to delete the following TBMCS requirements from the SRS: ARM-ALE-ASAS-9, ARM-ALE-ASAS-26, ARM-ALE-ASAS-27, ARM-ALE-ASAS-28, ARM-ALE-ASAS-29, ARM-ALE-ASAS-30, ARM-ALE-ASAS-31, ARM-ALE-ASAS-32, ARM-ALE-ASAS-33, and ARM-ALE-ASAS-37.

f.  Ms Anna O’leary submitted new requirements for MCS after the TWG.  These requirements will be discussed at the next TWG on 3-4 August 1999.   Mr. John Hodges, ISYSCON, will submitted new requirements to Mr. Durand prior to the next TWG.  The Alerts Services developer team will prioritize these requirements and presented a detailed schedule that will outline the completion date of these requirements.
