3. The meeting began at 1300.  Mr. Wheeler opened the meeting by introducing Major Rice as his new focal point for all TWG Working Chair Meeting issues.  He stated if anyone has issues with the TWG process or feel he isn’t being responsive, they should forward their concerns to him via Major Rice.  Mr. Wheeler’s perception is the process is working okay.  If not, he wants to know so appropriate changes can be made. 

4. Change Request Process Briefing: Mr. Cartagena briefed the Change Request Process.  The CR Process is a pilot program at this time with limited participation of selected TWGs.  The purpose of the briefing was to inform all of the TWG chairs about the process and to request their comments and participation.  The CR process is for GOTS products only and we must ensure COE resources are available.  The following action item was taken:     


Action Item 00-01: Modify 2.3 of your process to indicate issues get sent to the DII COE Engineering Office and modify your pilot data base to indicate the date of each SRS.  
OPR:  Mr. Pedro Cartagena.  Status:  Mr. Cartagena has updated this information in his briefing.  Briefing attached to email. Closed.


5. AF Requirements Briefing:  Ms Vicki Barry briefed the TWG requirement process and discussed the AF White Paper on TWG Requirements.

New Requirements Discussion.  It was proposed that the submitter of the idea be the responsible person.  The submitter would retain ownership until a TWG accepts ownership of the requirement.  TWG chairs should return inappropriate requirements to the submitter for submission to another TWG.  After the request has bounced between TWG chairs two or three times, they should notify COE Engineering so a decision can be made.  The following action item was taken:  

Action Item 00-02:  Ms Vicki Barry will send AF White paper on TWG requirements to Major Rice who in-turn will send to TWG Chairs for coordination.  TWG chairs should review and provide comments to Major Rice for consolidation.  OPR:  TWG Chairs.  OCR:  Major Rice (distribute) Status: Requirements paper attached to email for TWG Chairs review.  Open. 


6. DISA Net Access for TWG Chairs Discussion: 

Action Item 00-03:  DISA Net is currently required to access the pilot database.  Many TWG Chairs don’t have access to the DISA Net and inquired about obtaining access.  
OPR:  Mr. Cartagena. Open


7. COE Discussion: COE works because we have a transparent process for decisions.  Schedule and performance are clearly the Chief Engineer’s responsibilities.  Mr. Wheeler is the final decision authority for ICSF and the Kernel and can only be overruled by his DISA Management.


8. GCSS Discussion: We need to get GCCS to use our process.  GCCS needs to do requirements through functional allocation.


9. Discussion:  RTM is part of the PDR requirement even for COTS vendors. 


10. Simple Operations Access Protocol (SOAP): SOAP is an embedded code that rides http.  This topic was discussed and the following action was taken.  

Action Item 00-04: Mr. Wheeler told Mr. Denning of the Distributed Computing TWG to focus on J2EE and SOAP.  To assist, Mr. Diskin should brief them on the 5.x plans, with an emphasis on J2EE.  OPR:  Mr. David Diskin.  Status:  Open


11. Common Support Applications: COE component table has been removed.  COE provided the capability that doesn’t affect COE compliance.  

Action Item 00-05: Brief the concept of DII COE mission applications at the AOG.  They will be GOTS and can be duplicated by a system mission app without having the COE component duplication compliance items waived.  OPR:  Mr. Gardner.  Status:  Closed


12. Discussion:  Real time Java and real time distributed Java will be briefed at the Real Time TWG.


13. SHADE Discussion:  SHADE was discussed and the following action item was taken:

Action Item 00-06: Mail the XML registry implementation plan (the one that is going to be briefed to the CIO council) to the AOG mailing list (via Carol Rigby). OPR: Mr. Peter Pasek.  Status: Closed 

According to the NTAG, Microsoft has defined XML tags associated with Active Directory usage. Should there be a Directory Services or Active Directory namespace for such items as these?  Jim Pipher should work with John Nichols (the DS Chief Engineer).


14. Web Team Discussion.  Discussion pursued and the following action item was taken:

Action Item 00-07: Add a link to the CRCB page from the main DII COE web page. OPR:  Web Team.  Status:  COE Web Team has added the CRCB web page to the COE web site.  CRCB link embedded within the AOG/TWG link on the COE home page.  Closed. 

Action Item 00-08: Send a list of which pages are at DTIC to the TWG Chairs (so they can assess the response time and consider moving their pages to it.)  OPR: Web Team 
Status: In lieu of a large list, all DII COE TWG pages are hosted on the DTIC server except for those listed under "External links."  Another sure way to tell if they are on the server is if the web address begins with "diicoe.disa.mil."  Closed.


15. Action Item 00-09: Send the new CDR stuff to the TWG chairs (via Major Rice). OPR:  Grady Woodard.  Status:  Info sent to TWG chairs via Carol Rigby on 11/13/00.  Closed.
16. Communications Services TWG Input (Received via email by Mr. Tom Glaab): The Communications TWG is alive, and our primary product, UCP, is pretty much on autopilot from our standpoint.  As a core component of ICSF the UCP is being driven by bigger forces than the TWG.  No meetings are scheduled due to a lack of agenda items being submitted by the group.
