Minutes for the 2 April 1998 Comms TWG

· Opening remarks (Tom Glaab) 

· Introductions

· The email distribution list is being updated. Please verify your address and status on the list.

· The service and agency representative list has been updated, but alternates are not on it. Alternates and voting procedures need to be updated.

· TADIL status (SPAWAR PMW 171) 

· No representative from PMW-171 present. The group discussed various TADIL issues based on other inputs.

· John Roeder brought up the issue that S-TADIL-J (satellite) is coming and the TWG needs to ensure it addresses this.

· There are potential conflicts when crossing nets (satellite and non-satellite). This is a particular concern.

· SPAWAR PMW-159 must support S-TADIL-J in their product. An implementation has not been proposed yet.

· The chair will contact Ruth Youngs-Lew from PMW-159 to brief their TADIL product at the next TWG. 

· LTCOL Dorsey spoke about the ADSI status based on his interaction with SPAWAR PMW-171.

· PMW 71 is working on an engineering task for multi-TADIL capability.

· Want ADSI to meet requirement for A/B/J interface that feeds all data to end user in J format.

· This will simplify end user requirements by only requiring a J-series handler on the backside, no matter what the front end is.

· Target product is a Joint-certified, full duplex A/B/J box that talks COE.

· Major issue is whether this box should take on role of A/J correlation as well.

· PMW-171 is trying to field an A/B-only demonstration box for USS Mt Whitney in summer 1998.

· DISA is trying to get a COE system fielded so when ADSI is ready there is a COE client ready for it.

· Working to get ADSI tactical display made into a COE segment. Users have the capability to see the raw ADSI plot, a COE display plot and a COP processed plot.

· DISA is pushing for one interface, no matter what service is using it.

· Jim Seeley

· Concurs with LTCOL Dorsey’s assessment.

· Current ADSI interface is MTDS LAN interface.

· When reporting responsibility (R2) and conversions are handled by the ADSI the COE is free to concentrate on user tasks, not communications.

· The major concern is getting the product certified and fielded.

· The Navy has strong program support from ADM Gauss.

· SPAWAR 171 is working with JSTARS, so additional J-series messages are being added.

· A new task is being generated to support ballistic missile attack message (M7) in TADIL-A/B. This allows users without TRE support access to this data. 

· TADIL-J light is in COE 3.1. Will become part of core in 4.0.

· Jim Seeley will send updated J-series message matrix to the TWG chair.

· DII COE message flow (Steve LoCicero) 

· See attached briefs.

· Still need “official” DISA flow diagram from Dan Test.

· The three major areas of messaging are: comms, message handling and message processing (comms, queueing and processing).

· Players understand the concept, but implementation has been slow.

· Need to make agreement between groups in order to schedule implementation in DII COE version 4.0.

· The TWG chair needs to press for progress at the AOG on 3 April 1998.

· The comms TWG is trying to establish a framework for communicators to plug into.

· DMS is an example of a framework of its own, not a plug-in to the DII COE framework.

· AMHS Update (Telos) 
· There was no representative from Telos present.

· The TWG needs to review the Telos product in light of new message flow. The AMHS must pursue an architecture consistent with the message flow.

· DoDIIS has been working with an AMHS product from Boeing (McDonnell). They would like to introduce the product as a DII COE component.

· The TWG chair will work with LTCOL Mayer to set up a design review.

· The TWG chair will work with Message Processing chair to schedule a joint TWG with AMHS as a top agenda item since any AMHS will require a joint endorsement.

· Requirements call review

· Requirements were deferred to other TWGs, accepted or rejected. Several are already in the SRS. 

· The TWG chair will forward responses and modify the SRS after the 15 April 1998 requirements call deadline.

· Comms TWG FAQ review 
· The Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) that is posted at http://jwan-nt.spawar.navy.mil/dii met with enthusiasm from the TWG. It will probably become the basis for other TWG FAQs.

· Everything posted to DISA web pages must be reviewed by the DISA Public Affairs Officer. DISA is working on a process to adhere to this while getting data posted quickly.

· DOORS description (Tom Glaab) 
· The TWG will invite Dan Test to brief DOORS when it is actually implemented.

· DOORS will hold all DII COE requirements and will eventually supersede individual System Requirements Specifications (SRSs) while giving the TWG Chairs direct control over their requirements.

· UCP status (Steve LoCicero)

· Service/Agency updates (S/A reps) 

· Army (Mike Bizarro)


· Comm Server design review was successful pending a few changes.

· The product was broken into six segments and supports 19 protocols.

· Meteorological services wants sendmail put back into product. The Army is determining how to do this.

· The new version number is 2.0.0.0.

· DoDIIS (LTCOL Mayer)

· DoDIIS Management Board is making the decision today whether to submit its Boeing AMHS product as a DII COE product.

· They need two weeks to solidify requirements for submission.

· Navy

· The Navy’s COE 3.1-based GCCS-M (JMCIS98) is currently undergoing OT in Hawaii and is doing well.

· The Navy recently took delivery of DCCS 2.5.4. This NAVMACS II follow-on is one of the intermediate steps toward folding NAVMACS II functionality into the UCP. 

· Open discussion (all) 

· Jim Seeley asked about the purpose of the TWG, especially as related to real-time requirements. The role of the TWGs and various special interest projects such as the Real Time Working Group was discussed.
