ARLINGTON, VA, July 14, 2004 -- The Net-Centric Enterprise Services (NCES) Program Management Office at the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) recently completed its first major Department of Defense oversight review, DISA officials announced today.  The office is now exploring new concepts and technologies as it continues to define NCES advertised services.  

With the support of U.S. Strategic Command and U.S. Joint Forces Command, DISA and Service partners will use NCES Core Enterprise Services (CES) to provide global strike and shared situational awareness capabilities - extending and expanding current operational capabilities - as early as October.  

“NCES is a powerful transformational construct that will revolutionalize the way we conduct warfighting and business operations throughout the Department," said Lieutenant General Harry Raduege, Director of DISA.  "It will bring advanced speed, precision and efficiency through integrated joint net-centric operations.”

In addition, DISA has announced organizational changes based on the upcoming departure of Dawn Meyerriecks, NCES Program Director and DISA Chief Technology Officer (CTO).  Meyerriecks will be returning to private industry.

"We are presently considering exceptional candidates and expect to name a new Program Director and other senior member additions to the program in the very near future," said General Raduege.  “Our NCES team remains on track for a successful initial pilot this fall.”
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
